Cal Vornberger, author of “Birds of Central Park” has been pursuing his passion of photographing warblersin the park
for the past five years. Each spring brings waves of these brightly colored neo-tropical songbirds to the park as they make
their way north to their breeding grounds. They return like clockwork in the fal, although now they are less colorful and
harder to identify.

Cdl’s presentation covers every single warbler that is typically seen in the park during spring and fall migration and he
compares and contrast males and females in both breeding and nonbreeding plumage. His spectacular photos capture
these tiny birds engaged in al types of activities.

Asabonus, Cal will share his photos of Golden-winged Warblers, rarely seen in Central Park. This speciesisin decline
and these photos were taken in Sullivan County with the help of Professor (emeritus) Jon Confer of Ithaca College, who
has been studying the decline of Goldenrwinged Warblers since the 1980s.

He is currently working on a book with the working title of “A Field Guide to Finding, | dentifying, and Photographing
Warblersin the Eastern U.S'.
